Town of Milladore

June 3, 2018
The regular monthly meeting of the town board of supervisors was called to order May 6, 2018 at 6:30pm at the Milladore Town Hall. After the Pledge of Allegiance to the US flag, roll call found Ken Manlick absent.
The minutes of the previous town meeting were read. Hank Nigh moved to accept the minutes with the date correction. Leon Kundinger was the second and the motion carried.
The financial report was reviewed and accepted with a motion by Leon Kundinger. Hank Nigh seconded the motion which carried.

Bids were opened with the following results:
**JJ’s Brush Cutting Services LLC bid for mowing the roadside grass at $65 per hour and any brush mowing at $75 per hour. The disc bine mower for grass cutting can cut an 8-foot pass, which is mounted on a boom mower. Mowing grass, 2 passes in early June or July then in the fall 3-4 passes with the total bid of $7605. Hank Nigh made a motion to accept the bid with a second from Leon Kundinger. Motion carried.

**Ladick Road Materials, Inc. bid to supply and deliver any amount of screened decomposed granite anywhere in the town for $7.87 per cubic yard during the 2018 season. Because this bid was lower than ones from Becker and Red Rock Leon Kundinger moved to accept the bid. Hank Nigh seconded the motion which then passed.
**The dust abatement bid from Wisconsin Salt Solutions was 4500 calcium chloride for $1.055/gallon with beet juice rust inhibitor and road binder added for .12 cents/gallon. Leon Kundinger moved to accept this bid with a seconded from Hank Nigh. Motion did pass.
**Blacktopping bids/quotes were tabled for the next meeting with a motion from Leon Kundinger and a seconded from Hank Nigh. Motion carried.

Hank Nigh moved to pay the Wisconsin Towns Association dues + $50 for on-line training video subscription with access to the educational videos developed by WTA to assist town officials to succeed in their roles. Leon Kundinger was the second and motion passed.
Leon Kundinger moved that the signature cards be updated at Pioneer bank to reflect the three signers: Russel Haffenbredl, chairman; Ken Manlick, Treasurer; Connie Milz, clerk. Hank Nigh seconded the motion which then carried.
