Town of Milladore

June 2, 2019
The regular monthly meeting of the town board of supervisors was called to order May 5, 2019 at 6:30pm at the Milladore Town Hall. After the Pledge of Allegiance, rolls call found all present.

 The minutes of the previous town meeting were read. Leon Kundinger moved to accept the minutes as read. Hank Nigh was the second and the motion carried.
The financial report was reviewed and accepted with a motion by Leon Kundinger. Hank Nigh seconded the motion which carried. 

Bids were opened. The three submitted for granite were: Ladick Road Materials Inc for $7.53 per cubic yard, Red Rock Granite Inc for $7.77 per cubic yard, and Becker Trucking & Excavating Inc for $7.85 per cubic yard. Hank Nigh moved to accept from Ladick with a second from Leon Kundinger. Motion passed.


The only bid from JJ’s Brush Cutting Service LLC was accepted with a motion from Hank Nigh and a second from Leon Kundinger. The bid was for mowing grass($65 per hour), 2 passes in early June or July then in the fall 3 to 4 passes with the total of $7,605.00. 

One bid from Wisconsin Salt Solutions Inc was accepted for 4500 gallons of calcium chloride at $1.07 per gallon with beet juice rust inhibitor and road binder added at .12 cents per gallon. The motion was made by Leon Kundinger with a second from Hank Nigh. Motion passed.
Informational:


There is a need for a culvert to be replaced by Gruenke Cheese factory. An issue has been created since the road became a dead end because of US Highway 10. There was a discussion about how we plan to handle the situation but no action was taken.

Discussion of the roads that need to be considered this year included Brookside, south on Yellowstone, and Rangeline between Trestik and Old 10. There is a need for a culvert to be refurbished on Smokey Hill.

Supervisor Nigh reported that the Recycling Center does not receive the amount of material to be recycled as expected by DNR. Because of this information it was moved by Hank Nigh to try opening the Center on Wednesday evenings from 5-7pm to see if the amount of recyclables collected could be increased. Leon Kundinger was the second to the motion which carried.

Ron Kozcizkowski requested a pre-paid Fleet Visa card to be used by him for the purpose of purchasing materials and supplies for the Town. Leon Kundinger moved to have a check of $500 given to Ron for this purpose. Hank Nigh seconded the motion which passed.
Leon Kundinger moved to pay the bills. Hank Nigh seconded it and motion carried.

There was a motion to adjourn from Leon Kundinger, with a second from Hank Nigh the motion passed.
