Francis Cherney made a motion, seconded by LeRoy Altman to enter into a 50/50 road and bridge work with the County for the amount of $5000. (Note: total in the past was $4000) Motion carried.  
The annual meeting for next year was set on the third Tuesday in April; April 20, 2021 at 8pm by a motion from Catherine Warnecke and second from Chris Hollar. Carried.
Francis Cherney made the motion to adjourn, seconded by Pat Altman. Motion carried.
